SHERIFF REPORT – Report presented by Chief Deputy Mike Holland.  There were 74 calls in June, 31 being Rescue calls.  Deputy Holland stated that there only five fireworks complaints were received.  Deputy Holland informed Mayor and Council that he was notified by Otoe County Attorney David Partech that he had not completed the proposal from the Otoe County Commissioners for law enforcement coverage for Syracuse.  Deputy Holland will get contract to City Attorney Stilmock as soon as completed.  
PARKS & RECREATION REPORT – Report presented by Recreation Coordinator Ben Steele.  Coordinator Steele outlined the programs he has completed and his daily responsibilities to the Mayor and Council.  Steele stated that he felt it took 40 hours per week to perform his duties and requested that the Council change the position to full time.
Council member Lyon made the motion to change the Recreation Coordinator position to full time effective immediately, second by Lutjemeyer.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon, Dettmer.  Nays:  None.

Carolyn Gigstad appeared before Mayor and Council to give an update on the playground equipment at the Sports Complex.  Mrs. Gigstad reported that over 70 volunteers installed the equipment.  They will be finishing the concrete work by next month and are working on the donor board.
Mrs. Gigstad will get a copy of the written warranty for the rubber surface and the netting to City Hall.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Report presented by Superintendent of Public Works Garry Carman.
  Superintendent Carman reported that Midwest Underground will repair the water leak problem at the corner of 1st and Park Street next week.  Carman also reported that Mitchell Stubbendick started work on July 8th.

Discussion on vacating alley between 10th & 11th Street and Chestnut Street &                   Locust Street was tabled until the August meeting.
Keith Compton appeared before Mayor and Council to see if any progress has been made for erecting a dog park/run at the Sports Complex.  Mr. Compton was informed by the Mayor and Council that there were no funds available at this time.  Mayor and Council thanked Mr. Compton for all his work.
Mayor Ortiz opened the public hearing on application for a conditional use permit pursuant to Syracuse Municipal Zoning Code Section 5.11.03.03 the establishing of an amusement arcade on the following described real estate:  East one half of Lot Five (5), Block 
Fourteen (14), Original Town, City of Syracuse, Otoe County, Nebraska.  
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The conditional use permit to establish an amusement arcade at 331 5th Street was approval by the Syracuse Planning Commission.  Anthony Hensley explained to Mayor and Council that the arcade would always have an adult supervising and would not be open after 9:00 P.M.
Mayor Ortiz closed the public hearing.

Council member Lutjemeyer seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call on the motion, the following Council members voted YEA: Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  The following voted NAY: None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.

Mayor Ortiz opened the public hearing on application for a conditional use permit pursuant to Syracuse 
Municipal Zoning Code Section 5.05.05.01 reduction in the required front yard setback on the following described real estate:  Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of Section Three (3), Township Eight (8), Range Eleven (11), Otoe County, Nebraska.
Mark Stubbendick appeared before Mayor and Council to explain that City Code requires at 75 foot front yard setback and Mr. Stubbendick is requesting a reduction to 55 foot front yard setback.  Mr. Stubbendick lives out of the City limits but within the City zoning jurisdiction. 

The conditional use was approved by the Syracuse Planning Commission.

Mayor Ortiz closed the public hearing.

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35.31 FEET; THENCE NORTH 40 DEGREES 44’07” WEST FOR 1008.06 FEET TO THE SAID ROW; THENCE SOUTH 07 DEGREES 41’07” WEST FOR 230.00 FEET ALONG THER SAID ROW AND THENCE SOUTH 02 DEGREES 09’39” WEST FOR 759.9 FEET ALONG THE SAID ROW TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING AND CONTAINING 1015 ACRES, MORE OR LESS; TO PROVIDE FOR THE REPEAL OF CONFLICING  ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE, and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council member Henke seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call on the motion, the following Council members voted YEA: Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  The following voted NAY: None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.

Said ordinance was then read by title, and thereafter Council member Lutjemeyer moved for final passage of the ordinance which motion was seconded by Council member Henke.  The Mayor then stated the question, “Shall Ordinance No. 929 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote the following Council members voted YEA: Lyon, Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke.  The following Council members voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance, having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the City Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted, and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council, signed and approved the ordinance, and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.

Mayor Ortiz opened the public hearing on application for a conditional use permit pursuant to Syracuse Municipal Zoning Code Section 5.05.05.01 reduction in the required front yard setback on the following described real estate:  Lot 3-A part of Lot Three (3), Dumke Subdivison, City of Syracuse, Otoe County, Nebraska. 
Bobby Danner appeared before Mayor and Council to discuss the decision of the Syracuse Planning Commission to disapprove his request for reduction in front yard setback.  Mr. Danner is contending that 11th Street does not continue on his property that it is an easement allowing his neighbors to drive on his property to their house.  
Building and Zoning Inspector Roy Bretthorst states that Mr. Danner needs to follow City Zoning requirements and cannot place an accessory building where he would like.  City Attorney Stilmock informed Mr. Danner if he is not happy with the decision of the Syracuse Planning Commission or City Council, he can appeal their decision to the Board of Adjustment.

Mayor Ortiz closed the public hearing.

Mayor Ortiz opened the public hearing on application for a conditional use permit pursuant to Syracuse 
Municipal Zoning Code Section 5.07.05.01 reduction in the required side yard setback on the following described real estate:  S 11’ Lot Seven (7) and all of Lot 
Ten (10), and North 17’ of Lot Eleven (11), Block Seven (7), Ninth Addition, City of Syracuse, Otoe County, Nebraska.
The conditional use was approved by the Syracuse Planning Commission, with the condition that Mr. Copley has his property surveyed before a building permit is issued.
Mayor Oritz closed the public hearing.

Council member Lyon introduced Ordinance No. 930 entitled:  AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SYRACUSE, OTOE COUNTY, NEBRASKA GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT AUTHORIZING A REDUCTION IN YARD REQUIREMENTS ON THE FOLLOWING-DESCRIBED REAL ESTATE:  SOUTH 
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ELEVEN (11) FEET (S11’) OF LOT SEVEN (7), LOT TEN (10), AND NORTH SEVENTEEN FEET (N 17’) OF LOT ELEVEN (11), BLOCK SEVEN (7), NINTH ADDITION TO THE CITY OF SYRACUSE, OTOE COUNTY, NEBRASKA, TO PROVIDE FOR THE REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE, and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council member Henke seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call on the motion, the following Council members voted YEA: Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  The following voted NAY: None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.

Said ordinance was then read by title, and thereafter Council member Henke moved for final passage of the ordinance which motion was seconded by Council member Dettmer.  The Mayor then stated the question, “Shall Ordinance No. 930 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote the following Council members voted YEA: Lyon, Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke.  The following Council members voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance, having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the City Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted, and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council, signed and approved the ordinance, and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.

Mayor and Council discussed the request from Ken Antes to increase the fee for leaf and grass clipping removal from $5,400 to $5,508 to cover raising fuel costs.

The City holds a three year contact with Mr. Antes that was signed on June 13, 2012.  The Mayor and Council agreed that they would like to wait until  contract renewal in 2015 before any changes are made.

City Attorney Stilmock informed Mayor and Council that John R. Palmtag need to be approved as Deputy City Prosecutor; therefore he will have the ability to represent the City in legal matters in Otoe County Court.
Council member Lyon made the motion to approved John R. Palmtag as Deputy City Prosecutor, second by Lutjemeyer.  Roll Call:  Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  Nays:  None.

Council member Henke made the motion to approve the street closing of 3rd Street from Midland to Plum Street for street dance on August 10, 2013 for Otoe County Fair, second by Lyon.  Roll Call:  Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon, Dettmer.  Nays:  None.

Discussion and Resolution 13-08 for sale of City firearms was tabled until the August meeting.

Mayor Ortiz explained to Council that the City Codes states that the Board of Health needs to be reorganized every year; this has not been done for several years.  The Board of Health consists of Mayor serving as chairman, Chief Deputy Holland – secretary and quarantine officer – Dr. Z. Templemeyer – medical advisor and President of City Council.

Council member Lyon made the motion to approve the following members of the Board of Health: Mayor serving as chairman, Chief Deputy Holland – secretary and quarantine officer – Dr. Z. Templemeyer – medical advisor and President of City Council, second by Dettmer.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Henke, Lyon Dettmer, Lutjemeyer.  Nays:  None.

Mayor and Council discussed the use of personal cell phones by employees, Mayor and Roy Bretthorst.  Council agreed that there should be some reimbursement for City use 
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and requested that individuals wishing reimbursement submit record of cell phone use to the next Council meeting.
City Clerk Hobscheidt stated that she had been notified by Wayne McDermott, City’s health insurance broker that the City needs to decide if they want to renewal the current employee health insurance policy with United Healthcare or if they wish to consider other companies and policies.  Next year’s premium will increase a maximum of 9%.  

Mr. McDermott stated that due to the changes being made in health insurance, the City could have a 20% - 30% increase if they would change companies or policies at this time.

Council member Lutjemeyer made the motion to renew the current policy with United Healthcare for employee health insurance, second by Lyon.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lyon, Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke.  Nays:  None. 
City Attorney Stilmock requested from Mayor and Council permission for Midget Football to use Williams Park and the area east of parking lot at Sports Complex.  Stilmock stated that the group will get liability insurance and submit a copy to City Hall.  Council requested that he schedule all practices with Recreation Coordinator Steele. 

Council member Lutjemeyer made the motion to allow Midget Football to use Williams Park and the area east of parking lot at Sports Complex, second by Lyon.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  Nays:  None.
