CITY COUNCIL      

JULY 31, 2013
The Mayor and City Council of the City of Syracuse, Nebraska met at 6:00 P.M. on July 31, 2013 in special session in Council Chambers at 495 Midland Street.  Present were Mayor Ortiz, Council members Lyon, Dettmer, Lutjemeyer and Henke.  Notice of meeting was given by posting in three places.  A copy of the posting notice and acknowledgement of notice to the Council is attached to these minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the meeting was open to the public.

Mayor and Council reviewed the 2013 – 2014 proposed Cemetery Budget.  Gregg Zahn, Chairman of the Cemetery Board, stated that they Board would like to increase the Sexton salary $20 per month.  Also funds were added for work in the new north section of cemetery and seeding.  Mr. Zahn also stated that the Board is looking into raising the price for lots and perpetual care.
Mayor and Council decided against increase the Sexton salary for this budget year.
Superintendent of Public Works Garry Carman reviewed with Mayor and Council the request for 2013- 2013 Utility budget.  There were no major changes in budget.
Mayor and Council reviewed Park Budget with Park Manager Todd Aksamit, Recreation Coordinator Ben Steele and Swimming Pool Manager Michelle Zahn.  Mr. Aksamit reviewed the estimate received to place an accessory building at the Sports Complex in the amount of $30,000 and a gator for $10,300.  Mrs. Zahn reviewed the bids received for painting and repairs of the swimming pool.  The pool bath house is also in need of repairs and Mayor and Council instructed the City Clerk to contact JEO Consulting Group, Inc. about getting a cost estimate to evaluate the pool bath house.

 Included in this year’s budget will be painting and repairs of the swimming pool and increase in programs to cover the cost of paying umpires and referees.
