SPECIAL MEETING

CITY COUNCIL      

JULY 17, 2013
The Mayor and City Council of the City of Syracuse, Nebraska met at 6:00 P.M. on July 17, 2013 in special session in Council Chambers at 495 Midland Street.  Present were Mayor Ortiz, Council members Lyon, Lutjemeyer and Henke.  Council member Dettmer was absent.  Notice of meeting was given by posting in three places.  A copy of the posting notice and acknowledgement of notice to the Council is attached to these minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the meeting was open to the public.

Mayor Ortiz opened the public hearing on application for Class "DK" liquor license for Cubby’s Inc. dba “Cubby’s Syracuse DK-103352.  Connie Hynek, Manager, explained to Mayor and Council that this is a transfer of ownership from Glen Davidson (The Nutcracker) to Cubby’s.

There were no written objection received and no one appeared in opposition of issuance of liquor license.
Mayor Ortiz closed the public hearing.

Council member Lutjemeyer made the motion to approved Class "DK" liquor license for Cubby’s Inc. dba “Cubby’s Syracuse DK-103352 second by Henke.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lyon, Dettmer, Lutjemeyer, Henke.  Nays:  None.

Mayor and Council reviewed the 2013 – 2014 proposed Library Budget.  The only changes in the budget was an increase in utilities and insurance.

Tim Wilson of the Syracuse Rescue Squad was unable to attend meeting.  There were no sufficient changes in budget requests.
Bruce Neemann  reviewed the 2013 – 2014 budget requests for the Fire Department.  The department is requesting sinking fund of $15,000 and new restrooms in the amount of $15,000.  Mayor and Council agreed to remove sinking fund and restrooms from this year’s budget request.
Garry Carman, Superintendent of Public Works discussed the 2013- 2014 Street budget. 
Included in budget is $30,000 for skid steer and $60,000 for concrete and armor coating.

City Clerk Hobscheidt discussed the General fund 2013 – 2014 budget.  Increase in engineering and attorney fees were included.

There were no major changes in Building, Sales Tax and Keno budgets.   Police budget was raised from $160,000 to $180,000.
Mayor and Council reviewed the ADA Policy Statement prepared by JEO Consulting Group, Inc.   The Nebraska Department of Roads is required that every community prepares and submits a statement outlining their commitment to the Americans with Disabilities Act.
Council member Lutjemeyer made the motion to approve the ADA Policy Statement and submit to the Nebraska Department of Roads, second by Lyon.  Roll Call: Yeas:  Henke, Lyon, Lutjemeyer.   Nays:  None.

Council member Henke made the motion to go into executive session at 7:32 P.M. to discuss personnel, second by Lutjemeyer.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  Nays:  None.
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Council member Henke  made the motion to go out of executive session at 9:45 P.M., second by Lutjemeyer.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyonn.  Nays:  None.

Council member Lutjemeyer made the motion to adjourn at 9:47 P.M, second by Lyon.  Roll Call:  Yeas:  Lutjemeyer, Henke, Lyon.  Nays:  None.
